Tylor Collins, Tammy and Kevin's son, passed
away on April 25, 2015 from Ewing Sarcoma,
one-day shy of his 17th birthday. "The day my
son passed away I vowed to never let him be
forgotten," expressed Tammy. She explains that
for two years she dedicated her life to taking care
of Tylor through his difficult moments and now
that he passed, she will spend her life making
sure his name is never forgotten.

According to St. Jude Children's Research
Hospital; although rare, Ewing Sarcoma, is the
second most common bone cancer found in
children and young adults. About 200 hundred
children and young adults are diagnosed with this
cancer a year in the United States. About half of
those that are diagnosed with Ewing Sarcoma are
between the ages of 10-20.

Symptoms can easily be overlooked if one is
not familiar with this rare cancer. Some Ewing
Sarcoma indicators include; swelling or soreness
around the area of the tumor, which according to
St. Jude’s, can be mistaken for a sports injury;
low fever; bone pain; and limping.

The rarity of Ewing Sarcoma and commonality
of symptoms among other conditions makes it
difficult to bring awareness to the public, but this
